The school recently entered teams in 
both the U13 and U15 divisions of the 
National Indoor Cricket Tournament.

First up was the girls U13 
team captained by Eleanor Kelly who, 
despite being relatively new to the 
sport, produced an outstanding series 
of performances.  They won all their 
group games and secured their  
passage into the next round. Despite a 
slow start in the tournament, Ellie 
Townsend‟s U15s won their final two 
group games, setting up a crunch semi
-final clash with St Cuthbert‟s. Unfortu-
nately the girls were pipped to the post 
by the eventual winners but could be 
proud of their efforts in a tournament which was played to high standard. 

So on to Old Trafford, home to Lancashire 
County Cricket Club, for the County finals and 
the chance to represent Lancashire at the North 
of England finals in Sheffield. This stage of the 
tournament boasted players of a higher quality, 
skill and intensity. Despite the step up in class 
the U13 team won their first two group games, 
beating Arnold and St Cuthbert‟s  
convincingly with solid team performances. This 
set the stage for a winner-takes-all final game 
with Lowton High School. The match itself was 
a tense affair, with both teams  
fighting for the right to represent their County 
(and possibly another day off school!). As the 
match neared its conclusion Lowton managed 
to edge in front of the required scoring rate and  
secured a hard fought victory in the final overs. 
The girls were obviously disappointed, but a  
6 - 1 won/lost record and the title of the second 
best team in the County was an amazing 
achievement from a team new to the sport. 

All the girls, from both teams, were excellent ambassadors for the school during our 
trips, accepting both triumph and defeat with humility. As a result, the tournament  
organisers were very keen for us to continue our involvement in the competition and, 
who knows, maybe next year we can go one better and take the title!!! A huge thank 
you to Mrs Finbow for taking the time to organise, train and manage the teams.
