The Lead HMI, Ms J Palmer, judged that “the school
is making good progress in addressing the issues for improvement and raising pupils’
achievement”.

This is the best judgement that could be made and reflects the additional work that all
staff have put in beyond what is already a full workload.

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The Year 10 Art pupils have just completed a scheme of work based on

structures. They have been involved in two workshops led by outside visitors and the
work produced has gone towards the above project which is part of their GCSE
coursework.

On the 25 February they were involved in a felt making workshop. A designer, called
Sue Reah, came into school and demonstrated various techniques on creating three
dimensional forms out of wool. The pupils had time after the demonstration and during
subsequent follow up lessons to make their own samples.

On the 23 April they were involved in a paper making workshop. Two scientists,
from the School of Materials at Manchester University, Dr Sampson and Phil Towers
came into school and talked about the structure and history of paper. This was
followed by a paper making activity where all the pupils made their own sample.

The pupils enjoyed both workshops and we hope to run them again on an annual basis.

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As part of our super new dining facility
from September 2008, we are installing a
new ‘cashless’ dining system. There are
many proven benefits of installing a
biometric cashless system for dining,
which has already been taken up by
Broad Oak, Philips and St Monica’s.

Once the system starts, cash will not be
accepted in payment for food or drinks
at the tills. Pupils will be able to credit their
dining room accounts by depositing
money into an automatic cash terminal,
two of which will be sited in the dining
room. For information, the cash machines
will be programmed to accept £20, £10
and £5 notes as well as £2, £1, 50p, 20p
and 10p coins.

If you prefer to send in a cheque (made
payable to Bury MBC) to credit your
child’s account, you may do this by send-
ing a cheque directly to the Catering Man-
ager but you must do this in good time to
allow the system to be updated by the
catering staff.

There will be a daily spend limit
programmed into the system of £ 5.00, but
this can be increased or decreased for an
individual.

In the near future we will update the
children in years 7 to 10 on how the
system will work. There will also be a
need to take ‘fingerprints’ from each of the
pupils. Staff, pupils and parents can rest
assured that the fingerprint image taken
as part of this system cannot be used by
any other source for identification
purposes. The system uses an image of
the fingerprint to create a mathematical
algorithm and then discards the
fingerprint , only the numbers remain and
in effect this becomes the pupil’s ID. For
those that would prefer their child not to
use this facility, a card (similar to a
standard debit/credit card) will be
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registered and issued to your child. This
can be swiped at the till and the cost of
the purchases will be deducted from his/
her credit account. An opt-out form was
sent home with a letter giving more detail.

In our opinion, however, the benefits of
biometric far outweigh the negatives. | am
sure that this will contribute to the
improved dining experience we are trying
to promote as part of our new dining
facilities.
